The Kingdom of Heaven is About Dissemination
Disseminate- to spread, diffuse, circulate, scatter 

You are probably expecting me to talk about the different kinds of soil today and how it applies to you and I, as I do a brief explanation of this parable, but I actually feel led to talk about the farmer today and his desire to sow the seed.
The Desire of The Farmer is to sow seed.

Jesus starts the parable by saying, “A farmer went out to sow his seed” and in that one little sentence we need to understand that Jesus is talking about himself as he spread the Word of his Father across Israel.  
We get a sense of Jesus’ heart in this little sentence too.  

Just as a farmer has the desire to spread seed, Jesus was motivated to talk about His Father.

Jesus’ desire was to spread the good news about His Father everywhere he went.  The field in which Jesus worked was the nation of Israel.  Like a farmer whose motivation is growth in his fields, Jesus was motivated as He spread the word about His Father all around Israel because He knew it will reproduce and grow in the Hearts of people and it would change lives and bless people so that they realized that they are loved so much by God.  

Jesus biography leading up to this parable is proof of this fact.  Just before he told this parable, Lk paints a picture of Jesus on tour, spreading the seed of God’s Word.  Lk writes in 8:1  “After this, Jesus traveled about from one town and village to another, proclaiming the good news of the kingdom of God.” 

Jesus was like a farmer, motivated to spread the seed around so that it would grow and produce a harvest.  

Many people wanted Jesus to be a great military leader to save the people from the Romans, just as Moses and Joshua who led a military campaign of social freedom but Jesus chose instead to work on peoples’ hearts by sowing little seeds into them and then to wait while those seeds germinate and produce a massive crop across the world.  

Did Jesus’ plan of sowing pay off?  Well, after two thousand years, one third of our planet are his followers.  I’d say that’s a pretty good yield wouldn’t you?  

Jesus’ desire was to sow the seed of the Word of God into people.  

The new world-transforming force of His Messianic kingdom moved throughout the earth just like a sower spreads his seed.  It was a simple yet incredibly powerful plan.

So what is the message here for us as we think about Jesus, the farmer joyfully sowing spiritual seeds from town to town on his tour across Israel?  What does this parable teach us about the Word of God and the one who spreads it?  More specifically, why did Jesus spread the Word of God to those he met?  And finally, why should you and I be motivated to spread the Word of God to those that we meet?  
Reason #1  The Word of God Has Exponential Built In Potential to Transform Lives
The seed of God’s Word has within it the potential to grow an entire harvest out of just one seed.  There is enormous genetic complexity within a seed: by simply putting it in the soil and adding the right elements, it naturally grows into a new plant, multiplying itself enormously.  Think of the farmer in our film, Mr Dement, as he held up the wheat plant with twelve shoots coming out of just one seed.  Each shoot will bear heads of wheat, and those heads have within them the potential to grow more and more wheat, all following the law of exponential return.  One Seed, grows 12 shoots, which can produce more than 100 seeds in all.  That’s a 10000 percent return off of one seed. 
The word of God found in the Bible has the same compact potential.  Christ has grown His entire Church from this single book that carries His message of the Kingdom in it.  Everything necessary for limitless growth is found within these pages.  And as the history of the church clearly demonstrates, it has grown from Jerusalem, to Samaria, to the ends of the earth. (Acts 1:8) to you and I.  Boot Camp rationale.  As related to Matt 28:19
The Word of God Has Tremendous Built In Potential
Does that motivate you to be a part of sowing the Word of God?

So as Jesus went from village to village sowing the Word of God like a farmer, he knew that His Words had tremendous exponential potential to multiply across the World

He also sowed God’s Word because

2)He was looking forward to the Harvest

Farmers don’t just plant seed to watch it grow.  They plant it to harvest it.  

Just as the wheat harvest marks the end of the growing season, the final Judgment will mark the end of the world as we know it and the beginning of God’s eternal Kingdom.  God is looking forward to the day when his angels will bring you home.  
Volunteer to read Rev 14:14-20  The Harvest of the earth

You have just heard a description of God’s harvest.  Those who believe on His son Jesus will be harvested and brought home.  Those who reject Jesus Christ are rejecting their own salvation and will bring destruction on themselves.  

God is looking forward to the Harvest when he can bring his people home.  You will be one of those people if you believe in Jesus Christ with your heart and confess Him with your mouth.  

Jesus sowed the Word of God because He was looking forward to the Harvest.

Sam’s aunt warned his grandfather about the harvest of destruction.  Ie suffering

She was a perfect example of sowing God’s word into others while keeping God’s harvest in mind.  She sowed and reaped on the same day.  Pretty amazing.

Jesus sowed God’s Word because he knew that His Words had tremendous exponential potential to multiply across the World, and he knew that a harvest would result at the end of time.  

He also sowed because he knew that 

3)The seed and the soil were made for each other

There is a perfect balance and unity in the relationship between the seed and the soil.  So too, the word of God and man were made for each other.  The primary purpose of the word of God is to create new life in the hearts of men, women and children everywhere.  It was designed to change people dramatically, to take the elements of their personalities and bear more fruit for the kingdom.  

Therefore, this should affect our perspective on sowing God’s Word.  It should give us confidence when we write a verse on an encouragement card form someone at work or when we forward an email with scripture in it, or when we share a story about what God is doing in our life.  

We should believe in our hearts that The seed and the soil were made for each other.  People and God’s Word were made for each other.  People want to hear God’s Word.  They hunger for it, even though they may not realize the hunger is there.  
We shouldn’t view sowing as trying to get someone to take Buchleys cough syrup, because it’s not like Buchleys.  The Word of God is more like cotton candy.  Sweet  Jeremiah at the scroll.  Jewish people used to give their children candy after reading them the word of God.  
It only tastes like Buchleys if people have decided to reject God.

Jesus sent the disciples out with the instructions that people will either reject him or receive him.  It is their decision, not yours.  Don’t worry about what people will choose.  They have already chosen.  

You just need to be faithful in sowing the seeds and to let God worry about the results.  It’s not about you. It’s about God.

So Invite someone to Alpha with confidence.  Invite a neighbour to church with confidence.  The seed and the soil were made for each other.  
So as Jesus went from village to village, do you think these truths about God’s word put a spring of confidence and excitement in His step?
